One of my goals as your pastor is to keep you up to date and in-
formed about our financial status as a church. I believe that you can
make better decisions if you have full information!

September started off very well, with an offering on Sept 6 of $4,087.
However, subsequent weeks declined: $1,673 on the 13th, $1,346 on
the 20th , and $1027 on the 27th. Our total giving, including desig-
nated funds and rental incomes, was $8,133. Of that amount, $1,080
was designated by the donors to specific funds and cannot be used
against our expenses. Our September expenses totaled $10,438.

A word of explanation about the different funds in the church. Our
General Fund pays our expenses, is what keeps the doors open and
pays for the cost of doing ministry. The money you put in the offer-
ing plate, unless you specify otherwise, is what funds the General
Fund. Other than what we bring in from rentals, we have no other
sources of income. The Capitol Improvement Fund is a special fund
used for major renovations, like the new roof. We have spent a con-
siderable amount out of our Capital Improvement Fund this year, but
are seeing benefits in the cost of utilities (our utility bill for August of
2009 was $471 less than August of 2008), as well as in the welcom-
ing appearance of the church and the long-term maintenance of the
facilities. Other designated funds include money given specifically
for the Food Pantry, the Children’s Home, the Benevolent Fund, the
Adult Choir, and Memorials, among others. Such designated funds
can only be spent for the purpose designated (by you, when you
make your donations). They cannot be spent on, say, the power bill
or other expenses.

As I mentioned last month, our income is normally lower in the sum-
mer months, but this past winter we did not have a large enough in-
come to make up for continued low months. We are presently $20,
000 below our budgeted giving amount for the year 2009. It is not so
much my goal to make up that difference as it is to simply meet our
expenses and make up for spending in excess of income over these
summer months. It is my hope that we will step forward, as a
church, and as community, to increase our giving to the General
Fund. As good stewards of all that God has given us, and as good
stewards of our church, we want to keep ministry functioning. We
want to continue fulfilling our mission here at Big Pine United Meth-
odist Church!
