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A Word from Your DS: Thankful to Possess, but not to Own

A few years ago | heard a fascinating lecture by a rabbi named Saul Berman on
the values of Judaism, a radio rebroadcast of a speech that had been given the
previous summer at the Chautauqua Institute. At one point Rabbi Berman asked his listeners, some of
whom where Jewish, how to say “I own this pen,” in Hebrew. Various answers were called out, none of
them exactly correct, and at last the speaker said something like this: “Never mind - It can’t be done
because Hebrew doesn’t have any way of saying ‘I own,” in the sense of permanent, exclusive,
irrevocable ownership. You can make use of things, and you can possess them for a time, but ownership
is God’s and God’s alone. The language of the Bible doesn’t even have a way of expressing what so
many of us think of as a basic human right ...”

He went on to use the example of a person in a library who is privileged to make use of any book there,
and possess it for limited periods of time. It’s a blessing, and a rich opportunity, but anyone who takes
and keeps the library books is breaking a basic covenant with all the other people, and corrupting his
relationship with the library itself.

How interesting to hear that our Biblical ancestors couldn’t even say “I own.” They might possess a
house, a field, an animal for a time; they might make use of it for a while; but ultimately they knew that
“the earth is the Lord’s and the fullness thereof,” as Psalm 24 reminds us. God is the only owner.
Humans are caretakers, stewards, temporary possessors.

As we look ahead this month to our Thanksgiving celebration, and as most of our churches are asking us
to ponder our yearly financial commitments to God’s church, I am so grateful to be reminded of this basic
Biblical perspective. We’ve all been allowed to possess vast wealth, at least by the standards of this
world, a reality that generates pride in some people and profound feelings of guilt in others — but neither
emotion is completely appropriate, since the largest factor in our prosperity is simply the coincidence of
having been born in a land of plenty. We didn’t earn our privileged place, and we shouldn’t feel guilty
merely about being where we are, but we do need to remember the Biblical mindset with regard to all
these riches. For some inexplicable reason we’ve been allowed to possess them — but we don’t own,
which means that the use of all these riches should be governed by the owner’s values, not ours.

The ownership mindset leads to many negatives — competition, fear, insecurity, division among people.
But realizing that this is all for “temporary use” can be so freeing. If we believe that God has provided,
we can be bold in our sharing and in our relinquishing of all this stuff, since we have faith that God will
continue to provide. If we believe that God has given us these things for temporary use, we have genuine
cause for a real thanksgiving (as opposed to a self-congratulatory celebration about all that we have
accumulated.) If we see ourselves as temporary recipients, we have no reason for pride and every reason
to ask, “What would the owner have me do with all that I have received?”

As we move toward Thanksgiving this year I am thankful to remember that I don’t own anything, and
profoundly thankful to the God who has allowed me the use and temporary possession of such bounty.

Rev. Beth Perry, a consultant with
our Annual Conference’s Office of Connectional Ministries, gave
the workshop on “Sanctuaries Sanctuaries”, helping people to
understand the necessity for sound practices for the prevention of
child abuse and also giving practical guidance in how to create and implement appropriate standards.
No one wants to create needless bureaucracy or a climate of
excessive suspicion, but in this world of sin we need to be “as
wise as serpents and as harmless as doves,” as Jesus said. Beth
helped us to see how we can be organized to offer the kind of safe
and loving hospitality God wants all children to receive ... Gail
Erdie, director of Wellspring and lay pastor at LIoyd UMC, gave a
very practical seminar called “Hands on Praying,” that helped
people to envision many creative ways to “pray without ceasing.”
Several of her students remarked that they were grateful to hear
about several new ways of praying that they hope will enhance
their connection with Christ in new ways ... And in the session
entitled “Radical Hospitality,” Rev. Darlene Kelley, along with some members of Clinton Ave. UMC,
gave some wise ideas and inspirational witnessing about the power of embracing and accepting love.
As they told their stories about experiencing a Christian community made up of people who are rich and
poor, old and young, racially diverse, economically varied, and by most worldly standards an unlikely
collection of individuals, many of the participants were deeply moved and inspired to “go and do
likewise.”

We owe some hearty thanks to many people for making this event such a positive one. In particular,
thanks go to our seminar leaders: Eileen, Beth, Gail and Darlene; to our hosts in the Monticello and
Greenville-Norton Hill; and to Margaret Howe who chaired the event and did a great job of pulling
things together.

In Kaaterskill: Potluck Wednesdays

Kaaterskill UMC has not had much success with traditional Sunday School programs in recent years, but
has had a very exciting new outreach to children and adults this fall. Here is a summation of their
adventures thus far, as written for us by Lynne Taylor:

It began as one person’s vision, then other folks caught the vision! The radio announcement shared the
vision with the whole community.

“Come join us at Kaaterskill United Methodist Church on Main Street in Tannersville for PROJECT
POTLUCK on Wednesday nights this fall. Tired of seeing your household going in all different
directions? Here’s something you can do as a family. Starting on September 16, come at 5:45 and bring
a dish to pass. After dinner, there’ll be activities for all ages — something for everyone. Head home
before 8:00 with supper out of the way and a fun evening to discuss with the kids. Everyone is welcome.
Make PROJECT POTLUCK your Wednesday night place to be!”

As of the middle of October, Project POTLUCK had welcomed 30 — 60 persons each Wednesday—many
from beyond the church family—with activities for adults and children including games nights, Texas
Hold-em, a workshop on wills and living wills, a discussion on worry & the spiritual life, a golf swing
clinic, an old-fashioned sing-along, square dancing, and a discussion with a local author about her
published memoir following her husband’s death. Children and youth enjoyed five-week “Camp
E.D.G.E.” — a VBS curriculum adapted to the evening’s format—and are currently rehearsing “Camel
Lot,” a Christmas musical. Still to come this fall: Advent activities for adults/families, Christmas
caroling & games, and a four-part workshop on spiritual and psychological development for parents of
young children.

We need to keep exploring the new ideas God sets before us. If our traditional ways are not attractive to
many of the folks who live among us, perhaps God is telling us to experiment and look for new ways.
Project Potluck seems to be a very positive new way.
