| was in lowa, one of ten members of a Volunteer in Mission tBam our conference, sent in
response to the flooding of last June that ruined several thousand inotnescity of Cedar Rapids,
along with numerous businesses of every kind and three of our UMC churthess drawn to this
mission trip partly because my father’s family lived in th&st of lowa over 50 years ago. Most of
my time was spent in the parsonage of St. James UMC, a housmdteaimust have been a lovely
home with a fireplace, lovely hardwood floors and a pleasant sun rbatmnow rendered
uninhabitable by flood waters that had filled the basement and gtdldior up to about 4 feet of
depth.

Volunteers before us had begun the wo
The furniture, carpets, draperies and t
peoples’ possessions were long gone
carted to the roadside and hauled off tof&
landfill. Our job, necessary because of t
dangerous mold that persists in walls a
floors that have been flooded, was to st
the house down to its studs. So we spent the
better part of a week chipping away plastei'_.:il
prying up floorboards, removing ductworkgse
pulling out conduits and wiring, pulling the:
exterior siding off the house, and carryirnciis
all this debris out to the street. When
left lowa that house was like a skeleton, b
our destructiveness was for a purpose.
gave the place a thorough spraying with some chlorine-based substenfiest of at least three anti-
mold doses it will get, and pretty soon someone else will havelé¢sure of turning our demolished
house back into a dwelling — insulating, sheet rocking, and doing the th@tgssary to make it a
home again.

“To everything there is a season,” says the writer of Bedtss, “a time to break down, and a time to
build up.” Our task this time was to do the breaking down, the breakimg that had to happen
before any building could occur. Sometimes that’s also whatohlaappen in other arenas of life if
God’s intentions are to unfold.



Sometimes we have to break down old destructive personal habifgeblude the kind of character
God wants us to have — the addictions, idolatries and hurtful ways g bivat lock us into unhappy
and negative lifestyles...... Sometimes we have to break down olsl e¥dlinking — excessive love
of “the good old days” (which probably weren't really so good anywiar of the unfamiliar, and
excessive loyalty to the known and familiar, if God is to shievany new ways of life..... Sometimes
a community or a church has to tear down old ways of unfairmesghpstice — racist attitudes and
actions, for example — so that God’s intended community of inclushionbegin to grow......
Sometimes churches have to say goodbye to much-loved customs that eroskenwg the purpose
they once had, in order than God might show us how to build something netlvefaoming
generations.

Breaking down for the sake of building up is necessary, and at thteohdfae gospel. Isn’t that what

Jesus is talking about when he says that those who love theiwiiVésse them, but that those who

give up their lives for the sake of the gospel will find them?t that what the cross and empty tomb
proclaim — a breaking and a dying that are a necessary prelude to risingvahifi?

| had no hesitation when it came to breaking down
that parsonage in lowa because | knew it was a
necessary part of the building that was to come. My
hope is that | might be equally ready to tear down
the things of my character that stand in the way of
fuller faith; that | might be insightful and
courageous in helping churches to see the things
that have to be abandoned for the sake of the new
Church God desires; and that | might be blessed to
see a deeper personal faith and more vital churches
around me as building follows breaking down.

Guidance about On-line Newsletters

Dear Pastors and other Communicators,

One of the other superintendents recently raised a concern about tloé¢ kiatérial that churches put
in their newsletters and then post on-line. The Cabinet had a discasdio@ached these preliminary
conclusions about guidelines, which our Catskill Hudson District churches should be following
The following represents some of our preliminary agreements:

1. Churches should be careful not to include copyrighted material thimgyublished on the web.
Churches should be particularly careful when they include, on the iteglihre church newsletter.
Occasionally, pastors quote someone in the pastor's reflectionypérdan might do the same. If
this quote is copyrighted, it should definitely NOT appear on thechlsuweb site unless the church
has permission from the holder of the copyright.

2. Children should not be named on the web site. Pictures of childvents can be posted on a web
site, but the names of children should be excluded. The same applies to teenagers.

3. Do not post members' phone numbers. This caution includes posting the ngsherendumber
of an event coordinator to whom there should be an RSVP.

Please screen your web sites and eliminate inappropriate material.

Concerns like this are somewhat new for all of us, but we need ésdeeially careful when we're
putting things out into cyberspace. Thanks for keeping this in mind.
