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Life on the streets, observes Laura Pressley, is particularly hard on
women. "Women dealing with addiction don't have the safety net and
support many men have." she says. "They're uneducated. They're
poor. They are usually single mothers. And they are addicts.” The
faces and stories of the women she met while volunteering on a first-
aid squad have stayed with her as she pursues a master's degree in
counseling and addiction ministry at Methodist Theological School in
Ohio. She hopes to create an inner-city residential treatment program
for women of color. "Being able to merge my passion for psychology
and women's studies with my interest in addiction really clicked," she
adds. "l know it's God's will for my life because I've never felt so much
at peace with myself."
