Treasurers

Greetings from your new Detroit
Conference UMW Treasurer! The
Women's  Division  Leadership
Training Event (LTE) in November
stressed important new information
about Good Accounting Practices,
audits, EIN numbers, giving forms,
expense vouchers, and required
reports.

The best advice to each of you, in
your roles as unit and district
officers, is to become familiar with
the UMW Handbook 2009-2012.
Many of you have already purchased
copies of this new resource, and its
value cannot be emphasized too
strongly to you, whatever part you
play in your unit or district.
Information for local unit treasurers
begins on page 44 and ends on page
53, and all treasurers are urged to
review it carefully, either to apply
the information there to the financial
operations of your unit, or to advise
those who come to you with

guestions.
With regard to the information given
under “The Local Unit and Its

Finances” on page 44 of the new
Handbook the Women’s Division
has advised us that the paragraph
beginning “Once you have your
EIN,” at the bottom of the first
column on page 44, and ending at the
top of the next column isIN
ERROR This is old information and
should not have been printed in the
book. The form 990-N is NOT
required for any umMw
organization.

On the other hand, the information
about the Employer Identification
Number (EIN) immediately
preceding the erroneous paragraph is
correct and represents the
recommendation of the Women's
Division, although local units can
also use the EIN of the local church.
However, if the EIN of the local
church is utilized, units can be
required to make their books
available to the church’s audit and
finance committees.

A Message from Missionaries Serving in Milan, Italy

In the car on our way home from a
church confirmation trip, one of the
teenagers from Ghana got a call on
his cell phone. His eyes became wide
with horror: ‘Cos&!” (What?!) he
responded. Che e successd
(What happened?!)

His nineteen-year-old friend Abdul
from Burkina Faso had been killed in
Milano. Over the course of several
cell phone calls and articles in the
next morning’s paper, the details
began to emerge. Allegedly, young
Abdul had entered a bar with a
friend. The Italian owner saw him
reach for a one-Euro package of
biscuits on the counter, then leave
the bar. The owner and his son ran
him down in the street and beat him
to death with a metal pipe.

Tensions in the country were already
high. In a town near Napoli, an
angry group of Africans marched in
protest for the recent mob killings of
some of their countrymen. The night
after Abdul's murder, 7,000 people
converged on Milano’'s Piazza
Duomo: lit candles, angry chants,
banners threatening retaliation. In
the days leading up to his funeral,
commentators and politicians on all
sides weighed in with
pronouncements.  Abdul's parents
made a plea for justice, not revenge.
In a poignantly creative gesture,
people marched to the bar and placed
one-Euro packages of biscuits on the
ground outside the door.

Lions and lambs living together,
according to Eric Law, goes against
our natural behaviors. Instinct would
suggest everything to the contrary.

Leading separate lives would appear
the more prudent, even the easier
choice. Sharing the same
forest, Living without fear, on the
other hand, seems virtually
impossible. That week, God's
peaceable kingdom sounded like an
annoying, irrelevant bit of fantasy.
Our confirmation friend received a
few other calls on his cell phone that
week. The callers had not known
Abdul, nor had they marched.
Culturally speaking, they might
appear to have more in common with
the bar owners. But they had been at
that confirmation retreat together.
“Just calling to see how you're
doing, amico,” one of them said.
Prison visit:

On a recent Saturday afternoon, our
choir sang in the chapel of Milano’s
San Vittore prison. Because of
recent overcrowding, often ten
persons are crammed into rooms
designed for six. Estimates are that
75% of the current 1,424 inmates are
foreigners, some in for violent
crimes, but most in for missing
documents, petty theft, and nowhere
else to put them. When it came time
for intercessory prayers, one by one,
persons rose to pray...in Italian, then
in Romanian, then Mandarin, Arabic,
Portuguese, Spanish, Russian,
French. A woman rose to give a
testimony:| never thought I'd be in
here. My four-year-old is on the
outside, and | am here. But | have
not lost my faithDirectly behind her
head were pictures of the first and
second stations of the cross: one
frame showing Jesus receiving his
sentence from Pilate, the next of the
cross being laid on his back.

Disciple Bible Study:

In September Kristin began teaching
a group of nine adults from three
countries in the congregation’s first
experience with Disciple. We thank

(Alongside our responsibilities in
Milano, we've been serving as
interim pastors for a multi-cultur
congregation in the nearby city
Novara. This story comes from
there...)

For individual
trying to live in Christia
community, the last one is mofe
dubious. At first glance, self-contrg|
appears to have less to do with others
and more to do with... well, self.
More than half-way into worshi
this small inter-cultural congregatign
had reached the time of intercesspry
prayers. When it comes to balancing
our cultural traditions in worshi

chaos. To those who involve their
whole bodies in their praying,
written liturgy can feel like a straif-
jacket.
accustomed to short prayers,
discomfort stopwatch begins to tick
after two or three minutes. So hagw
can each pray with integrity, while gt
the same time, respect the one with
whom he/she shares a pew? It's hot
easy.
This particular congregation hps
tried different approaches, and today
it was announced that there would [be
a time of “spontaneous” prayer
followed by a much less spontanequs
one in lItalian. The invitatio
unleashed a torrent of prayers — sgme
in Twi, one in French, another |n
English. After several minute
(which, in the African tradition, i
only just getting started!) | noticed

uncharacteristically brusque

movement in the first row. | glanced
up and saw one of the African men
slicing his hand through the air at
waist level. The message was clear:
that's enough, no more prayers, cut
it; don’t overwhelm our Italian
brothers and sisters. They've
got some prayers ready to read. Give
them space. This is their home, too.

A choir director once said that the
split-second of silence after a piece is
sung, when the echo of the last note
still hangs in the air, is the choir’s
gift to God. The space between those
two prayers that day honored both
God and the other.

Dave thought he had asked our
neighborhood hardware store owner
for some rubber washers (“anelli”).
He had, however, asked for “agnelli”
(lambs/sheep). “So pastor,” the clerk
responded with a smile, “you have
lost them?”

Women’s Division
Awards Local Grant

In 2008, one of over two hundred
national mission projects that
received funding from Womenis
Division Funding was the Detrqit
Micro-enterprise Fund. The Fund [is
patterned after the Bangladgsh
Grameen Bank women’s microcredgit
program whose founder, Mohammged
Yunas, won the 2006 Nobel Pegce
Prize.

The grant assisted low income
women to start and grow small
businesses in Detroit. Small loans,
training, technical support and
continuous business counseling are
provided to these small busingss
owners in order to assure their
success.
Two women received loans from the
funds supplied by Womenis
Division. Both were single motherg.
One business was a new start-up that
assists high school student athletes to
obtain scholarships to NCAA schoqls
of their choice. The secorekpanded
her day spa business and hired seven
other women as a result.
