"Legisbrief" the following guidelines were reported from the U.S.
Department of Health Guidelines:

1) Children and Adolescents need 60 minutes per day of moderate
to vigorous activity

2) Adults need 150 minutes per week for moderate activity or 75
minutes of vigorous activity

3) Older Adults need 150 minutes per week or as physically active
as abilities allow

4) Adults with Disabilities also need 150 minutes per week as able

5) Pregnant Women need 150 minutes per week of moderate

Woman — wrote a letter to the Bishop, District Superintendent and Administrative Councils of the four United Methodist Churches in
Bucyrus. One United Methodist Woman agreed with the content and made some calls. Soon a meeting of all United Methodist Women
in Bucyrus was held. Things began to happen — and it took United Methodist Women to do it!

The four UMCs in Bucyrus, three within 1/4 mile of each other, started to think about merging two or more of the
congregations. But it was too controversial and churches tended to resist even doing projects together.

Grace UMC vacated their building. It was then suggested the four churches combine and use each building for specific
ministries, such as youth, the elderly, community, etc. The four UMW units met and created “Women with a Vision,” a unified
program that meets on Saturday and Sunday once every other month from October through May. Each church currently maintains
their own unit, yet everyone is invited to the Vision meetings and each unit takes part in an ongoing mission project for the children of
Bucyrus. Merger was then discussed and everyone focused on how much could be done for Christ if numbers, talents and funds were
combined. A merger committee was formed. In August, the first combined Sunday School and Worship Service was held. A different
church hosts the service the second Sunday of the month. Everyone is eager to see where God will lead.

Even a children's book counts in your
reading program.

At the opposite age range, | was touched by the book, “Living a
Life of Purpose in a Worn Out Body.” In this collection of short
poems and writings, we gain insight and recognition of our own
frailties. One woman writes of her feelings and thoughts while
living in a nursing home. This book gives voice and puts into
eloquent, often poetic, words the losses we sometimes feel and
face.
