
Remembering the Saints  
 

 Sunday, November 1st, is All Saints Sun-
day. It is traditionally a time to remember the 
saints that have gone before us to their eternal 
reward .We will do as we did last year and add 
new life and color to this traditional time of re-
membrance. We are inviting everyone in our church family to bring one 
fresh flower to worship on November 1st for each person they would 
like to have remembered (and it doesnôt matter how long ago they 
died). 
 Hereôs how it will work. First, in the chancel area, there will be a 
banquet table set with the finest of china, crystal and silver. During the 
first part of our worship service we will bring our flowers forward. We 
will come in groups, kind of like how we used to do Holy Communion. 
Each group will face the congregation and each person, in turn, will an-
nounce the name(s) of the saint(s) they are remembering. The children 
of the congregation (the future of our faith) will then collect the flowers 
(representing  our past) and give them to an adult (the present genera-
tion) who will  arrange them in vases. The vases will be placed on the 
banquet table, so that the saints will be literally decorating the Lordôs 
Table. The colorful variety of flowers in each vase will remind us all of 
the colorful and varied cast of characters we now to be the Saints of 
Light.

   2) If you do not want to track your individual miles, you can add to the  
   church totals in the same web site. The ID # is 213, and the password  

   is humc. This is a good option for miles that the kids & grandkids are moving with you.  
   3) You can fill out a mileage slip on the bulletin board and turn in to Becky Toth, Renee  
   Zimmerman, or leave in the office.  
 As of Monday, October 12

th
 , we have totaled 2023 miles. I know that many of you 

have not turned in your distances. The project started on June 1
st
. If you have miles to turn in, 

we want to see our progress. This is a fun way for the entire church to get involved. (Miles in 
the gym, on the treadmills and exercise bikes count too.)

 A small group of people has formed in the church that may be  
   interested in walking in the 3-Day walk for breast cancer in August of    
   2010. We have named the group Another Day because we do thank  
   God that we have another day to worship him, and we want to aid in  
   breast cancer research to give every woman another day on this earth.  
 This is a group and personal journey to raise $2300 per person and  
   train to walk 60 miles in 3 days. We are planning various fundraising ventures for the group.  
   The first that we are planning for is to sell hand-made items at craft shows. We are making  
   various things that are a specialty and are asking the members of the church if they would  
   be willing to make items for donation.

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Scrip News  
  
Scrip is a program  where gift cards from a variety of companies can be pur-

chased, paying the full face value of the card. When these cards are ordered, the 
church just pays a percentage of the face value. There are gas cards, discount 
store cards, restaurants, department stores and many more cards available.  

 
 Hartland United Methodist Church has participated in Scrip since 2006.  Since that time, over 

$7,644 has gone into the general fund of the church. So far this year over $998 has gone into the 
general fund. This has been done by an average of just over 6 families participating in the Scrip 
program weekly. 

 
Scrip cards are wonderful gifts for birthdays, anniversaries, graduations or Christmas. Cards that 

are ordered one Sunday are available the following Sunday. There are also many cards that can be 
purchased immediately at the Scrip Table.
