All | wanted to do after along day of church work was
to go home and curl up on the sofa with Baleigh and watch television.

This week, however, we are hosting Family Promise and The Avon Lake Fire

These are all valid excuses that I’ ve used before until | could no longer ignore the call
of God upon my life. When | answered the call, | jumped in with both feet not really
knowing or understanding the unique gifts given to me so that | too could effectively
do the work of ministry but | also realize that others are cautious when God calls. Not
everyone can spring into action due to the roadblocks of the mysterious uncertainty.

Perhaps, the real reason we aren’t involved more is that we al need alittle help
flushing out our “giftedness.”
