United Methodist Mission Personnel, Congregations&e in Honduras

New York , NY , June 29, 2009--United Methodistdees report that all mission personnel and volustee
Honduras are safe and congregations relativelyfectaid by the military ouster of President Manuelle¥a of
the Central American country on Sunday, June 28.

The Rev. Edgar Avitia, a staff membgtthe General Board of Global Ministries, saidiael spoken on
the 28th with the Rev. José Roberto Pefia-Nazarperintendent of the denomination's Honduras Misaiod
others in various parts of the country. "Thingshe streets are fairly peaceful,” Rev. Avitia reépdrhis contacts |
as saying, "and all of our missionaries, volunteansl congregations are safe. Electricity and [g#rahe lines i
were cut during the day but have been restored.”

The General Board of Global Ministriess 12 congregations and six missionaries in Hasduwhich
is a "mission initiative" country. The personnegiage primarily in pastoral ministries and churchiedepment.
There is also a missionary who works in health strres. Most of the dozen congregations are in aneas.
Honduras has fewer than eight million people, thyearters of whom are Roman Catholic. The United
Methodist Honduras Mission was launched in 1994.

President Zelaya was flown out of Harad to Costa Rica following his seizure by militésrces at the
presidential palace in the capital city of Tegulpga The Honduras congress quickly designated Rmbe
Micheletti as interim president until elections danheld in November.

Considerable confusion surrounded bim¢houster of President Zelaya and the afternidté.coup
d'etat, the first in a Central American countrylByears, came on the eve of a referendum thadl ¢@ve
brought about constitutional changes. PresiderayZelvas reportedly unpopular with some segmentiseof
population, notably the more affluent, accordingdme media.

Many nations, including the Unitedt8#a called for the return of the democraticallycetd president.
"United Methodists are always concerned that a deatic and peaceful process be followed in civiias,"
said the Rev. Edward W. Paup, general secretdtyeoGeneral Board of Global Ministries. "Democr&cy
essential in providing political foundations fotigeous liberty and social justice, which are amang mission
commitments."

The enypls were not supposed to feed the POW’s who brtdagth
sandwiches with them. But this did not discourdgelbcal farmers from feeding them. Local pastorsdeicted
worship services at the camp. One POW made a wamdes, which is now in St. John’s Chapel (nearb&naille).

Mr. Owen also reported on the use of Shenvaleeltoteouse 19 Italian diplomat internees. The hates closed to
others. Local men took turns guarding the interraaesworked on eight hour stretches. The interhadsreedom to go
through the town with a guard. They had contrahef golf course and were well fed (the hotel waengpt from food
rationing).

Next, participants will need a manual which theg ca
purchase online from the Cokesbury site or thrahgir
local church. High speed internet connection is
recommended.

Participants will do their daily réag and
reflection with their manual on their own. Assigmtse
will be available with instructions for weekly giou
work. This will include discussion questions to be
completed in a group-interactive discussion bogrthb
participant at his/her own convenience. Prayer&stpu
and written prayer petitions will be included. Thisline
work covers what is normally accomplished in thstfi
half of a normal face-to-face DISCIPLE class.

Each week, a short review of the wseek
scriptures by Bishop Wilke, the author of DISCIPLE,
will be presented online for participants to wat€hese
will lead into key questions for weekly discussion.
Every seven days a live session online (approximate
one hour) will walk the group through more discassi
exercises, and time for prayer together. This spatiill
be conducted similarly to the second half of a face
face class and will transition the group into tlextn
week. Each session will be recorded so that ppatits
who have to miss a live session may view the lags®n
later.

During thmae they took
the group to D.C. to see the Dead Sea Scrolls@fdrd’s Theatre to see Godspell. (Of extra naétarren and June
Mathias accompanied them as chaperons.) Henrgdrasd as a Sunday School teacher for both teehagdradults.
He has been active with the United Methodist Meth la@s held many positions of responsibility in thianization as
well as having been Lay Leader in the church fgedrs; Chairman of Administrative Board for 9 yedatatherine has
been one of the mainstays of United Methodist Wos®ming in various capacities, sang in the chiodt played in the
hand bell choir.

Catherine reminisced that in her teenage yearsrtamment in New Market included Friday night desiapstairs in
the Opera House and attending movies with PatriBreimback.

By good fortune, Henry inherited thatlit Bushong Good farm and farmhouse from her ldi@ugEvla
Bushong Good, at age 19, because, as the willdsta¢eis honest and helped the Bushong mother amghter so
kindly. He and Catherine worked at times with 18@dh of cattle while both being employed in Harrlsang. This
often meant working all day, attending sports esginéing involved in many extra-curricular eveats] coming home
to feed cattle late at night.

Henry claims he was forced into gdimgollege by his Dad’s continuous harping on thigjesct until finally
Henry blasted back - “I'll go tomorrow”. He stadtat Madison College in 1959, continuing farminglevibeing a full
time day student. Despite being a class cut-upsitigh school years, he has had a distinguisbadeamic career
getting his Bachelor of Science Degree in 1964tedicteaching Social Studies in 1968, and went iaick Master of
Arts in Education in 1974 from Madison College.

Henry received many accolades and honors throudtisaareer which he appreciated, but the accolaees
has received from his students over the years megh more to him. While | was interviewing Catheramd Henry,
they showed me a recently received wonderful e-fraih a former student who is now a teaching asstsit Radford
and a PhD candidate there who told him about hedrtgde for his turning her life around by his hsfandards in the
classroom and the interest and care that he shtaweel. He touched many lives and as a result ti@scied many
weddings, college graduations, including a receetfor a graduate of West Point. He still keep®uch with former
students and their parents on whom he made anbielghpression.

In 1989, Henry and Catherine traveéteBrussels, Belgium, sponsored by NATO, becaugeobimis students
was 1 of 6, out of 2000 entries, across the UI8cts as winners of an essay contest, “What NATéans to Me”.
From Brussels (with a side trip to Bruges for Bafglace for Catherine and a new found friend whe alao on the
tour) they next traveled to Paris, France; and threto Saarbrucken, Germany to visit another forstiedent, an
officer stationed there. Ask them to tell you thetwry of “the wallet” found in Paris. Henry alswk students to many
civic events including Presidential and Gubernalanaugurations and other exciting trips pertagrio the workings
of government. Catherine participated often inrasthool events where she became well known aed liy the
students. They also met Senator John Warner arttidnswife Elizabeth Taylor at a function at Waradrome in
Middleburg because of Catherine’s active grassrpolisical work.

Catherine and Henry were feted by lodttineir employers when they retired. After reigy they sold part of
the farm to the Battlefield Foundation and thidtgnh turn sold it to a well-deserving couple —ttyand Mike Abel —
who have been a wonderful and very active addibaddanor Memorial.

Henry is a consummate story teller adds lightness to the church council meetingsh&ate and Henry are
well loved at Manor Memorial, and all appreciateithmany contributions to the life of the churclinahk you
Catherine and Henry.
