Cleveland to fly to Atlanta for a
four day visit with her son and
daughter before returning to
Sierra Leone. Beatrice sends
her greetings to all and wants
everyone to know how grateful
she is for the time she had to
spend here in Milan. She left to
return to Freetown last night,
June 22.

We sent a letter to the
Johnny White United Methodist
Church asking them to give us
an update on the needs of the
church so that they can become
self-sufficient. We received the
following letter from Matthew
Karyeah the pastor of the
JWUMC.

We also asked about the
school scholarships and how the
money has been dispersed. As
well as the question was posed
concerning additional
scholarship money we have to
send them and when we should
send it. The second letter is a
response from Joseph J. Gongar
the school principal to these
guestions.

This July during
Vacation Bible School we are
going to collect money for the
purchase of trees so that the
JWUMC can start a farm. The
cost of each tree is U.S.$1.00.
The success of this project will
make the church self sufficient.

Our ultimate goal is to send the
funds for them to purchase
2,000 trees. Let us make July a
good start on this goal.

Dear Jim and Nancy,

Greetings of love and peace
come to you and the Marble
Memorial church family from
the Pastors, Elders, Officers and
Members of the Johnny White
United Methodist Church.

We received your
communication in good health
and read it with much
understanding. We are now in
the dry season. It means the sun
is hot and will last up to April
20. This season started October
15. It gives us time to do our
farming works. This means we
have two seasons, wet and dry.

The Elders, Roosevelt and |
set together and put this
financial update for the needs of
the church.

It's truly no exaggeration to say
to you the church in Milan that the
most important gift you are giving
to war weary children of Johnny
White UMC School is education.
The bulk of the children that are
benefiting from these scholarships
are orphans, most of their parents
died during our Civil War that
lasted about 14 years and since
from the lack of safe drinking
water.

However, since you built the
pump in our community, the death
rate has decreased. Even though
the folks and kids at Johnny White
have not seen you, they have you
at the center of their hearts. We
are always in prayer with you that
one day you will land on the soil of
Liberia and see us.

We did receive the US$703.00
sent through Rev. Wright during
her visit in the United States of
America. US$600.00 was used for
students scholarship, and the
balance US$103.00 was used to
get some instructional materials of
the school.

The US$600.00 sponsored
thirty (30) kids at the School at the
rate of US$20.00 per student.
