SCRIPTURE READING:
God's Dream World (Psalm 107:33-36.38.43)

God could easily turn a summer day into a blizzard
a wedding celebration into a funeral,
a placid pond into quick sand,
a family reunion into a civil war.
But God does not do such things.
God's love never cops out.
God turns sandboxes into gardens,
and slums into communities of joy.
In God's intended world,
foxes have holes, birds have nests,

and refugees have roofs over their heads,
in God's intended world,
all creatures live in harmony with each other.
Let those who have ears to hear, hear.

Let them remember that God's love never cops out.
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This Psalm reminds us that God has a dream: an ideal world. It reminds us that
even in the midst of a broken and fallen world, God's steadfast love is still re-
vealed. God's dream is still in the making and we can be a part of it, too. Eleanor
Roosevelt once said “The future belongs to those who believe in the beauty of
their dreams.” And we are reminded that “all things are possible if we have
faith” .. Mark g:23. So, how can we be more God-like in our dreams so as to cre-
ate a more ideal world?
