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Part of me just about died today.

Ever tell somebody to get real? Ever hear some-
one say that they are keepin' it real? Yeah, me
too. Back home at Seymour, | live in the 'real
world'. | have two jobs, a family, many friends. It
is about as much of a real world as | can imag-
ine. We all live in a real world of some sort, but it
is our own 'real world'. Some of us deal with little
children all day long in schools, some of us deal
with customers that buy time on the radio, some
of us contend with the household animals while
trying to balance a kid and college, some of us
'keep watch' over those around us. Every day
each one of us complains about something. I'm
no different. Today, while those of you receiving
this were sleeping, somewhere between 10:45
pm and 12:45 am, | was complaining.

For those of you that are receiving this that I've
not spoken to, written to, called or otherwise for a
long, long time, I'll bring you up to speed. Long
story short, I'm at Bagram Air Field, Afghani-
stan. I've been here for about a week or so (you
lose track of time and days when you work 6 days
on and have 1 day off). Deductions would tell
you that I'm deployed, yet again. Now, there are
many rules and situations that you have to get
used to any time you deploy, particulary when
you deploy to some place that is new to you. So
now that everyone is up to the same point, I'll
continue.

Today at 9:45 am, | was interrupted in my time off
by the base Giant Voice system going off (it's ba-
sically a very large P.A. system -- think M.A.S.H.,
hearing Radar come across with some announce-
ment). Bagram's "Radar" tells me and every
other person on this base that is not mission-
essential to report to Disney Drive (it's named
after someone that died here) in their duty uni-
form (in other words, no civilian clothes or physi-
cal training clothes). I'm thinking to myself, who
is resting quite comfortably in my 6'x6' ‘room’,
"What kind of crap is this???" | grumble to myself
and occasionally out loud to my other 'hut mates'
while | start pulling my uniform on. Myself and
about 1000 other people are making their way to
Disney Drive. We are instructed my a military
policeman on a bicycle to line up facing the

road. | notice that this line of people goes all the
way down the road and onto the flightline. About
15 minutes later, in a fashion very similar to the
wave at a football stadium, the line comes to at-
tention. Army, Air Force, Korean Air Forces, Pol-

ish Air Forces, Afghanistan National Army,
French, British... The list goes on. 25
countries and even more states are repre-
sented here right now, and they are all
shapping to. I'm thinking to myself "What in
God's name am | standing here on a road
sweating my butt off for???" My answer
follows within 30 seconds, and lingers for
about a minute. A white SUV trolls down
the road at a snails pace. I've seen some of
the convoys leave out of here like this, so |
say "Why are we here for a convoy? Who
is the Distinguished Visitor???" Once
again, my answer follows, and at first |
thought I was right. A hum-

mer!!! Wait. With a flag-draped casket in
it's bed. | stop breathing, feeling myself feel
more and more like the most insalent, cal-
loused human on the face of the earth. My
adam's apple swells so big | think it might
burst. Two more vehicles troll by, barely at
idle.

I'm standing on Disney Drive for a Fallen
Comrade Ceremony. I've been complaining
in one form or another for about the past
half hour, only to find that I'm witnessing the
final trip home for someone who can no
longer complain about anything, let alone
the sweat running down his back.

This caravan is traveling down Disney
Drive, onto the flightline and up to the back
of an Air Force C-17 whose crew is waiting
with an honor guard and band to accept the
most precious of cargo. The line of person-
nel stay exactly where they are through the
ceremony, loading of the casket and take-
off of the C-17. Only when the aircraft is out
of view over the mountain range does the
crowd disperse. Not a word is said by any-
one who is returning to the comfort of their
‘room'. This is the real world.

All is well with me and my fellow members
deployed from Seymour. This is just a note
that | felt like | had to write. We see it day in
and day out on the news, even citing it as
'old news'. | don't think I'll ever complain
about that again. Ever.

expressing and putting to
use the gifts of the Spirit.
This makes it possible for
God to use Christians in
mighty ways to make a
difference and be effective
witnesses to the unsaved
world. The unsaved world
needs to know that they
are loved and cared for by
a loving and caring Creator
and does not wish for any
to be lost forever. The
interesting thing is that all
of these spiritually gifted
members of the Church do
not do the same thing.

The scripture above from
1 Corinthians homes in on
the idea of variety as a
wonderful and essential
characteristic of the gifts of
the Holy Spirit. God loves
variety. Look around your
neighborhood at the
people. If that does not
convince you look at the
variety and unusual nature
of the animals in Australia.
God really loves variety in
the way He relates to
human beings. There is
strength there for there is
a large variety of different
people on Earth that need
to know of His love. Not

every human Christian can
effectively use the same gift
and not every spiritual gift
fits every Christian human
being in  ministry. The
commonality is in the source
of the gifts.

There is this *“common
glue” that holds the whole
Church together that is the
source of the spiritual gifts
the Church receives from God
to get the jobs of mission and
ministry done. Not everyone
has or should have the same
gift or thus the same job as a
resulit. The same Spirit
however is the author of the
power and the abilities that
are displayed, the common
glue.

The point is that one
should never worry if some
persons do not do the things
that most everyone else
seems to be doing. Do not
worry if some one in the
Church wants to do a very
different ministry or activity.
Remember God sincerely
loves variety and will make
those special people very
effective within the ministry
of the Church in
accomplishing His will. Every
gift is powered by the same
Spirit. Thank God for variety.
