New Consecration Sunday is based
on the biblical philosophy of the need of
the giver to give for his or her own
spiritual development, rather than on the
need of the church to receive. Instead of
treating people like members of a social
club who should pay dues, we will treat
people like followers of Jesus Christ who
want to give unselfishly as an act of
discipleship. New Consecration Sunday
encourages people toward proportionate
and systematic giving in response to the
question, “What percentage of my
income is God calling me to give?”

During morning worship on
Consecration Sunday, we are asking our
attendees and members to make their
financial commitments to our church’s
missionary, benevolent, and educational
ministries in this community and around
the world.

Every attendee and member who
completes an Estimate of Giving Card
does so voluntarily by attending morning
worship on Consecration Sunday. We
urge everyone to attend, whether you
intend to complete a card or not. The
procedure is done in such a way that no
one feels personal embarrassment if he
or she chooses not to fill out a card.

We will not do home solicitation to
ask people to complete cards. During
morning worship our guest leader will
conduct a brief period of instruction and
inspiration, climaxed by members
making their commitments as a
confidential act of worship.

We will encourage participation in
Consecration Sunday events through the
Consecration Sunday team and
governing board members. Since we will
make no follow-up visits to ask people to
complete their cards, we will make every
effort to inform, inspire, and commit
everyone to attend Consecration Sunday
worship.

themselves? What would it mean for
their life?

How are we doing with the Hope that
has been entrusted to us? In the first nine
months of 2008 our average attendance
was 87 in the same period this year the
average attendance was 90. In 2010 we are
setting a goal of 110 people for the first
half of the year and an average
worship attendance of 130 for the
second half of the year. It makes us
feel better when there are more
people in worship and the reports sure look
better; but those aren’t God honoring
reasons to get numbers up.

Worship is important because our
purpose in worship is to glorify God. Our
lives are changed when we come into the
presence of God’s Holiness and join with
others in the act of worshiping God. And
others, who may not yet recognize God,
get a glimpse of the God that Loves them
when they participate in worship. In
worship we are all reminded of the Hope
we are entrusted with, because when we
truly worship we are experiencing it. And
when we experience it, it renews our
passion to share the Hope God has
entrusted us with.

So how are we going to make sure that
people are experiencing God and the Hope
God offers through worship? We are
going to strive for excellent worship which
is accessible both to those who have
already experienced Hope in Christ and to
those who are simply curious. We are
going to continue caring about people
through the Scouts and through Upward.
We are rolling out a new welcoming
ministry by bringing together a team of
highly gifted and motivated people who
will focus on people in three phases of
seeking Christ: 1) before they show up on
our campus or for worship, 2) while they
are on campus and 3) once they have
attended worship for the first time. But to
make sure people are experiencing God
and the Hope God offers through worship
the most important thing we need to do is
that each of us has to live the Hope we
have been entrusted with every day and in
every place. Every one of us has to live
that Hope in a way that engages our lives
and the lives of others. To put it simply, we
have to engage our faith in every part of
our life and humbly let God’s Hope
overflow onto the people around us.

It is almost impossible to engage our
faith in every part of our lives without
discussing the Hope of Christ and the God

who offers it with others who share our
Hope. This can happen in Bible studies, in
accountability groups, even in Sunday
School; as long as God is at the center and
God’s hope is being applied to our lives
while we participate in these groups.

I couldn’t find realistic numbers for
classes and groups for 2008. In 2009 we
have had around 20 involved Bible studies

and in 2010 we have set a goal

ese numbers are, of
G Ot H Oplé,?addition to those who

are in Sunday School. Of all the
goals we set in the Administrative Council,
this is the one that is most important.
Because if this goal isn’t realized then any
gains we make in other areas will be
numerical gains that that we achieve out of
our own strength and will not be significant
evidence that God’s Hope has taken hold in
our lives and is infecting others. We not
only have to reach this goal but we have to
blow it out of the water because it will help
us to understand, experience and learn to
talk about the Hope that we have as Christ
Followers. We have to make sure that our
Sunday School classes, Bible studies and
small groups are living up to the standard of
being: God centered classes where God’s
Hope is applied in practical ways to our
lives. When we as a congregation are
engaging in, learning about and applying
God’s hope to our lives in practical ways,
then others will become curious about the
Hope oozing from our lives and want some
of it for themselves.

Those small group experiences have to
be extended beyond our walls. We already
are doing a good job extending this type of
experience with classes we offer through
our scouting program, and our goal is to
more than double the Scouts who are
involved in those classes next year. But we
need to build on that success and find
additional ways to offer small group
opportunities to those who aren’t already in
worship especially to adults.

This church, or at least some in this
church, are already doing well at the thing
that most churches struggle the most with:
many of you have learned to reach out and
care about the needs of people who are not
your own. You have done that primarily
through Scouts and Upward. Did you know
that in any given week we have as many as
175 Scouts come onto our campus? And
right now we have approximately 100
Upward Cheerleaders and Football players,
most of who are on campus two times a
week and 60% of them did not list any
church affiliation. That is 275 children and

youth to whom we are extending
care. And along the way we are
learning to care about their families
as well. I hear Mike in the hallways
getting to know and caring about the
upward kids and their families. I see
the coaches caring about and
encouraging the kids. I see Doris and
Dewey engaging in the lives of the
Scouts, caring about them beyond
their rank and scout achievements,
speaking Hope into their every day
lives. I see Harold and others caring
about the carnies at the fair and
sharing God’s Hope with them. And I
am excited because it is evidence of
the people of this church living the
Good News Hope by simply caring
about other people.

We are becoming individuals
and a community of faith whose bone
deep purpose is to bring glory to God
by proclaiming the Hope that we
have in Jesus Christ. As we live into
that purpose more fully, some of us
will have to find again the Hope that
God offers. Some of us will have to
retool for a new world that needs the
Hope of Jesus Christ extended in new
ways that can be understood by
people who are not exactly like us.
Some of us will have to take stock of
our lives and face the hard question,
“where is my life not a reflection of
Christ’s Hope...and in those places
do I want Christ’s Hope to take over?
The truth is, if we are going to
fully live out the Hope that God
has entrusted to us, then every
one of us will need to work, at
some level, on every one of these
things so that God can be
glorified because God’s Hope is
being extended through our lives
and through this church into the
lives of people who God Loves.

I am excited to see how God
is already making this Hope real
and [ can’t wait to see what
happens as we get intentional
about growing in that Hope and
extending the Hope of Christ to
others; all for the glory of God.

Got Hope?
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2009 Pastords Report for Charge

The Church, including the people of this church, has been entrusted with the Hope that comes from the Good
News of Jesus Christ. Eternal Life through Christ’s sacrifice, an Intimate Relationship with our creator, the Holy
Spirit’s Presence and Direction in the midst of the challenges of life, Joy in the face of hardship, Peace in the midst of
upheaval. This is the Good News that can give people New Hope when they enter the seasons of life that are marked
by loneliness, troubles, struggles, and emptiness.

This Hope is what we have been entrusted with. Not simply for our own benefit but so that the people around us
can experience the Love of God and eventually come to know the God who desperately desires to be in Relationship
with them. The test of a faithful church is not simply how well we care for each other, but how well we extend that
Care, that Good News, that Hope to those who have not yet found Hope in Jesus Christ.

How are we doing with the Hope that has been entrusted to us? In all of 2008 we had only 5 professions of faith.
So far in 2009 we have had only one. While we can’t be slaves to numbers, numbers are a reflection of what we are
doing with the Hope that God has entrusted to us. For 2010 we have set a minimal goal of 15 professions of faith.
These are people who claim Christ’s Hope for themselves publicly for the first time. What would it be like for you if
someone you knew, someone you reached out to, saw the Hope of Christ in you so clearly that they wanted it for
