past sins and help us forgive those
who have sinned against us when we
are ready to release them to the
cross. God the Father, Son and Holy
Spirit has (wants to) make us a part
of a story that began with creation!

When we hurry the future, it
always seems to be a
disappointment. If we fail to prepare
for the future, it has nothing to offer.
When we spend all our time
anticipating the future, we miss the
present. When we stop dreaming
about the future, we never
experience that which God is
preparing ahead of us. When we
ignore the future, the future passes
us by. When we give up on the
future, we die, even if we are not yet
in our coffin.

But the Good News is that God
is preparing the way ahead of us,
even before we know where we are
going. When we dream God’s
dreams for the future our dreams get
bigger and when we live into God’s
future those dreams become a
reality. The Good News is that we
always have a bright and glorious
future with God, even when our
coffin becomes our body’s home.

When we fail to live in the
present we can never figure out
where God is. When we don’t look
for the place(s) where God is
showing up today, we miss the
opportunity to be transformed by
God. When we hurry through the
present, our day(s) ends and we have
failed to join God where God is at
work. When our present dignity is
more important than God’s present
leading, life is sucked out of us until
our coffin becomes our end. Or in
the words of a 14 year old, “Old
people who try and act cool look

stupid but old people who
aren’t afraid to be crazy are
cool because they are so
alive!”

The Good News is that
God shows up in the present
and if we live in the present
and have the courage to find
where God is showing up
there is no better place we can
ever be because there is no
place we can be more alive.

I praise God that God was
preparing the way ahead of us
long before I knew I would be
coming to New Hope. I praise
God that I have found God
among you day after day. And
I pray that we have the
courage and faith to follow
God in to the places that God
will be leading us so that each
and every day we bring Glory
to God’s Holy Name!
