Pastor Robert E. Biekman
Robert E. Biekman (“Pastor B.”) is a Chicago 
native. Pastor B. is an Elder in the United 
Methodist Church and serves as Senior Pastor of 
Southlawn United Methodist Church. Prior to his 
appointment to the Southlawn community of faith, 
he served seven years as Senior Pastor of Dixon 
United Methodist Church.

Pastor B. acknowledged “the call” to full-time 
ministry in 1996 and is a “second career” clergy 
person. Prior to responding to the call to ministry, 
Pastor B. spent 16 years as a successful corporate 
executive and consultant.

His groundbreaking and consistent work has 
garnered him many awards including two US 
Senate Productivity Awards and the American Bible 
Society’s National Scholarly Achievement Award.

He has combined business acumen with a 
passion for serving God as a “public theologian”, 
empowering people and developing faith and 
community-based agencies by founding and 
strengthening several not-for profit corporations.  

Pastor B. has gained a reputation as an 
innovative thinker and community builder through 
enterprising projects such as producing the No 
Shame, No Blame Stop the Violence television 
program and the Jireh Wellness and Worship 
Center, a $3.8 million former YMCA facility 
transformed to serve the physical, spiritual and 
social needs of families.  

Pastor B. has served on the board of several state 
and local agencies, is a member of Omega Psi Phi 

Fraternity, Inc. and 
received the Mu Chi 
Chapter’s, Outstanding 
Speaker Award. 

Pastor Biekman holds 
a BS in Aeronautics 
from St. Louis 
University, an MBA 
from the University of 
Bridgeport and an M. 
Div. from The Payne 
Theological Seminary.
