(and its predecessor organizations) of the Virginia 

Conference have sponsored this work since its 

inception.  And we are thankful for our United 

Way of South Hampton Roads Partnership and 

community support of more than three decades. 

 

We are proud to report that we are delivering a 

nutritious noon time meal each Wednesday to 

forty homebound and infirmed individuals.  We 

are prouder still of the successful inauguration of 

our ñBumblebee Homework Clubò which many of 

you have helped to fund, serving more than forty 

students at the Brighton Elementary School three 

days each week.  Through your generosity, we are 

able to respond to more that a dozen requests for 

food each week.
