I» Stephen Ministry: The Ministry of Listening (Part 1)
Think of a time when you really felt cared for. Chances are someone focused on what you
to say, was attentive to your needs, and listened to how you felt instead of telling you how
should feel or what you should do.

Listening is one of the most powerful ministry tools at our disposal. It demonstrates that yc
care about the other person. In Stephen Ministry, a great deal of time is spent in teaching :
practicing listening skills because of its importance as a caregiving tool. You too can becor
more caring listener by understanding and applying these six listening concep&édiran
Ministry training

(1) Listening is ACTIVE. It takes energy and commitment to listen really well. Focus your
attention on what the other person has to say, instead of thinking of what you'll say next. L
at him or her while you listen, and nod along from time to time so the person knows you're
tuned in.

(2) Listening takes PATIENCE. Often you need to build trust before someone will open up
you. Constant, patient listening is a key.

(3) Listening involves MORE THAN JUST WORDS. Pay attention not only to what is said,
but to what is not saidNor to what is said with a smile or a sigh. Pay attention to body
language, too. Does it agree with or contradict a person's spoken words?
