Be
as generous as you can. (The Message)

The New Testament bodk of Hebrews reminds us of Abraham'’s gifts, Hebrews 7:2 “ Abrahamin turn gave
him a tenth of the spoils." (The Message)

Jacob vowed avow: "If God stands by me and protects me on thisjourneyon which I'm setting ou, keeps
me in food and clothing, [21] andbrings me backin one pieceto my father's house, this God will be my God.
