The church and the world must hold each other accountable “for
the stewardship of words,” says United Methodist Bishop Ken
Carder, professor of Christian ministry at United Methodist-
related Duke Divinity School.

"What is needed is a transformation of character--hearts and
minds that evidence respect for the dignity and worth of every
person as a beloved child of God, humility that acknowledges the
limitations of our own perspectives and commitment to a vision
that transcends political polarities,” he said.*

opportunity to talk about respect.

Contrary to the proverb, ‘Sticks and stones may breale$ but
words will never harm me,” words can be weapons of mass
destruction, especially when those words are broadcasss the
speed-of-light internet.
