The Administrative Council of the 
Reinbeck United Methodist church met on 
Wednesday, September 16, 2009 at 8:00 
p.m. 

Chair Jim Smoldt opened with a prayer 
and called the meeting to order.  

The August minutes were approved as written in the newsletter.  

Treasurer’s Report – Malissa Martin 

The report was presented in print form and indicated a balance of 
$5135. Apportionments have been paid for six months, leaving one 
month in arrears.  A discussion was held on the issue of the copier 
contract overruns with several options to alleviate the problem 
being considered.   

COMMITTEE REPORTS – 

Aid and Assistance – Jim Smoldt 

The current account balance is $344.52. 

Christian Education – No report 

Ecumenical Relations – Steve Klinghammer 

Due to the closure of Pronto, the Community Aid & Assistance 
Fund is checking on a new source for gas vouchers.  This year the 
UNICEF drive may be expanded to younger children with a 
Halloween party to follow.  UCC will make the final decision, as 
they are the sponsoring church.  

Endowment – Jim Smoldt 

The committee will meet the morning of Sept. 17 with an agenda 
to include decisions on fund investments.  A lengthy discussion 
addressed concerns about the allocation of Endowment and 
Memorial funds.  The Endowment Fund has a specific set of 
guidelines in the committee’s by-laws to direct expenditures of the 
Fund.  The fiscal responsibilities of the church are always carefully 
considered and the struggle to be good stewards is ever present. 



EOM – Carolyn Klatt 

Mugs with hot chocolate mix and the church brochure will be 
delivered to visitors of our church. 

Collections of $75+ and $82.35 have been offered this month for 
the Women of the Well project.  Scheduling a speaker to present 
details of the project is currently being investigated

Due to the large number of responsibilities charged to EOM, a 
recommendation was made to add three people to serve on the 
committee. 

Discussion on the Conspiracy of Kindness project has been tabled 
to a later date. 

Finance – Jim Dusold & Jane Juhl 

Church income is currently $3000 behind last year’s numbers. The 
pledge drive will begin with mid October mailings and a follow up 
in November.

Dorothy Weltha moved for the approval of pastor’s support as 
reflected in the Pastoral Report Form I, two-weeks time for 
spiritual retreat, and two weeks of vacation. Edie Blakeslee 
seconded the motion, which carried by a vote of the Council. 

Trustees – Cliff Moye 

Several maintenance projects have recently been completed, 
including the painting of classrooms.  A new patio door has been 
ordered for the parsonage.  Pastor has been hard at work 
landscaping the backyard of the parsonage.  A motion detector 
light has been ordered and will be installed by the south entrance 



of the church.  The purchase of a new desktop computer for use by 
Pastor is being considered. 

UMW  – Geri Weeks 

At the August meeting, Joan Fogt talked about her trip to Costa 
Rica.  The group will go to Bidwell on October 24 for a work 
session. 

Worship – Pastor 

The Memorial Committee is purchasing spring candles to replace 
the advent candles.  Pastor will be attending his uncle’s memorial 
in Minneapolis on October 4.

CAN YOU SAY “FUN?”

Picture it:  University of Iowa Hospital, September 
2009.  I’m walking down the second floor corridor 
en-route to the Pediatric Specialty Clinic when what 
to my wondering eye should appear but the jolly old 
man himself – yes, Santa.  Now, Santa was the last 
person I expected to meet in the hall of U of I 

Hospital on a late September day, and I’m rather sure he was working 
“under cover”.  However, his robust tummy that shook like a bowl full of 
jelly under his red tee-shirt along with his full white beard and his merry 
“hello” were so delightful to me I couldn’t even conjure up a response, 
except to smile and stifle a laugh of merriment within myself.  Two and a 
half hours later I was walking the same corridor when there he was 
again.  This time he sat on a bench.  His ensemble was now completed 
by a red felt fedora hat with a sprig of holly pinned to the side (I swear, I 
am not making this up.)  Santa did not greet me this time as he was 
busily at work on his Blackberry (perhaps checking his list twice?) as he 
sang aloud a little song of cheer.  

What unexpected joy I experienced to meet Santa at the hospital in 
September.  I have no doubt that it was in fact Santa.  It made me think 
of the upcoming Christmas holiday.  It also made me think of Terry’s 
frequent question “Where have you seen God this week?”  Maybe if God 
wore a red felt fedora with a sprig of holly attached we would be more 
likely to recognize Him.  I’m quite sure we would recognize God if His 
face glowed with luminescence like the face of Moses newly arrived 
from Mount Sinai or like Jesus upon the Mount of Transfiguration.   
Perhaps, meeting God under those circumstances, we would all 
experience the same surprised delight I felt when I met Santa in the halls 
of the hospital. 

However, I think God likes these “under cover” missions also.  And God 
is an even better master of disguise than Santa.  God is in the face of the 
homeless.  God is in the child’s hand outstretched to receive the body of 
Christ, though many think she is too young to “understand” something 
like grace and forgiveness and being part of the family of God.  God is in 
the eyes of the mother who has brought her children to a shelter for 
protection from an abusive husband.  And God is in the burdened and 
bent back of a father on his way home to tell his family he has lost his 
job….again. God is in the broken voice of the teenager who confides in 
her best friend, “My parents are getting divorced.”  God is in the fear and 
shame-filled voice of the child who whispers, “He hurts me.” 

Where have you seen God this week?  Was it a moment of light and 
goodness?  Praise God!  Yet maybe you saw God in the life of one 



broken and in despair.  What did you think?  How did you respond?  Did 
you respond at all?   

Jesus told the parable of the Good Samaritan, where a man beaten and 
robbed was passed by time and again by fine, upstanding and religious 
people.  Only a Samaritan, considered unclean and hated by the Jews, 
stopped to help the man.  Jesus then asks:  

"Which of these three do you think was a neighbor to the man 
who fell into the hands of robbers?"  
37The expert in the law replied, "The one who had mercy on 
him."  

Jesus told him, "Go and do likewise."  (Luke 10:36, 37) 

From the halls of the hospitals, to the streets of Reinbeck, to 
Bidwell Riverside, to far-away lands with customs we barely 
comprehend Jesus’ directive is clear:  “Go and do likewise.”
