WITNESSETH, That in consideratlon of the mutual convenants to be performed
between the respective parties hereto as hereinafter expressed and the Sum of

be pald by the Purchaser to the Seller, as hereinafter specified, it is agreed
between the partles hereto as follows:

1. The Seller hereby sells and agrees to delever free from ary and all
liens unto the purchaser in an as is condition one DICKENSON MODEL HOME
IOCATED THREE MILES WEST OF MARQUETTE AND INCLUDING THE FOLLOWING:

1. The Monticlair 24 x 52 three bedroom home with attached
two car garage. '

The Stove and Refrigerator as 1s.

The wood patio deck and rails.

All carpeting and other items attached to house.

2. Purchaser agrees and understands that they must move this house
and garage from the property and have no real interest in the
property.

3. Seller also agrees to take as an exchange from the Purchaser a
parcel of real estate that is sold to Ivan and Mary Will on a
land contract, the Land Contract will be assigned to the Sellers
and 1t will become their ownership of the outstanding balance of
Seven Thousand Seven Hundred Sixty Nine and no/100 —————~-— Dollars
The terms and conditions of the contract will remain as is.

Republic is basically a mining town. In the 1960°s
the Cleveland Cliff Mining Company moved its
operating headquarters from the original location in
the town of Republic to a site three and one half mile
away. Though the company offered to move the
church building to the new operations center, the
United Methodist Church chose to stay and minister
to those who rémained at the original town site.

The Republic United Methodist Church is the only
protestant church ministering to a community of
approximately 500 persons. The opportunities for
ministry and growth are many and varied. Both the
church and the community are struggling with the
economic problems that have accompanied the
mine closing.

With the help of the 1985 MISSION OF THE YEAR
funds, the church will be able to continue to grow
in mission while still tending the much-needed
repairs to the church building.

The church has had its present roof for 30 years,

It is now in need of immediate replacement to avoid
having water damage costs in addition to

roofing costs.

The high ceiling and older construction of the
building makes heating the sanctuary very difficult
and costly. To combat this problem and to increase
fuel efficiency, the church would like to place
additional insulation in the attic and install ceiling
fans.

The third goal of the project is to update obsolete .
wiring. Any moderate amount of current usage—such

- as in the kitchen—results in an overload of the
electrical system. Fuses are constantly having to

be replaced.
