-November 8th Pastor Judy’s message will be 
“When American Dreams Became Nightmares”.  
We have financial stress; Americans have 
overspent leading to debt collection and personal 
bankruptcy.  Please read Matthew 16:24-26 and  
I Timothy 6:6-10. 
 
-November 15th the message is “Gaining Financial 
Wisdom”.  We need to repent of reckless 
spending and learn disciplined money 
management.  For Scripture background please 
read Proverbs 21:5-6, 13, 20, 25, 26 and Luke 
15:11-16. 
 
-November 22nd the sermon is “Cultivating 
Gratitude and Contentment”.  True contentment 
does not come from possessions, but from our 
relationship with God and others.  Scriptural 
background for this sermon is Luke 12:13-21 and 
Philippians 4:10-13. 
 
-November 29th Pastor Judy’s message is “Our 
Call to Generosity”.  Our Generous God calls us to 
give generously.  For scriptural background 
please read Malachi 3:8-12 and II Corinthians 9:6-
12. 
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From the Pastor’s Pen, 
 
 
 “ Of course, there is great gain in 
godliness combined with contentment; for 
we brought nothing into the world, so that 
we can take nothing out of it; but if  we 
have food and clothing, we will be content  
with these.  But those who want to be rich 
fall into temptation and are trapped by 
many senseless and harmful desires that 
plunge people into ruin and destruction.  
For the love of money is a root of all kinds 
of evil, and in their eagerness to be rich 
some have wandered away from the faith 
and pierced themselves with many pains.”
                 I Timothy 6:6-10 
 
 

Stress. Anxiety. Fear. These words 
capture well the state of mind of many of us in 
America the last couple years when it comes 
to finances. We have witnessed dramatic 
market losses, the collapse of the world’s 
largest insurance company, and many 
bankruptcies and mergers. Every news report 
seems to bring another piece of economic 
uncertainty.  

An Oct. 2008 survey reported on 
CNN.com found that over three in four 
Americans were stressed about the economy 
and their personal finances. Half were worried 
about providing for their family’s basic needs. 
Over half of respondents reported feeling 
angry and irritable, and reported lying awake 
at night worried about this. The report 
concludes that, “The declining state of the 
nation’s economy is taking a physical and 
emotional toll on people nationwide.”    

Join us in worship November 8th, 15th, 
22nd, and 29th for a sermon series based on 
Adam Hamilton’s book Enough: Discovering 
Joy Through Simplicity and Generosity. Our 
nation is experiencing what many have 
described as the “American Nightmare.” 
Increasing consumer debt, declines in 
savings, lower income growth, and a volatile 
stock market are all a part of our economic 
insecurity. We have lived in a society that tells 

us “you deserve it now,” whether or not we 
can afford it or really even need it.  

All of us have struggled with these 
issues at one time or another. They are 
important issues that we cannot ignore. This 
is why we will have this stewardship 
emphasis.  During this time we will explore 
what the Bible teaches us about financial 
management. We’ll hear advice and stories 
about what others have learned by working 
through financial challenges. Each Sunday 
will provide you with some practical tools 
you can use to assess your financial 
situation and develop a financial plan with a 
biblical foundation.  

At the conclusion of the emphasis, 
we will have the opportunity to make 
personal commitments of our offerings to 
God through our church in the coming year. 
We will consecrate these commitments in 
the worship service on two consecutive 
Sundays, Nov. 22nd and 29th. 

I hope you will join us in the coming 
weeks as we look at how we can manage 
our financial resources and truly experience 
simplicity, generosity, and joy.

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Thanksgiving History 
From fall feast to national holiday

The First Thanksgiving 
 
The first American Thanksgiving was celebrated in 
1621, to commemorate the harvest reaped by the 
Plymouth Colony after a harsh winter. In that year 
Governor William Bradford proclaimed a day of 
thanksgiving. The colonists celebrated it as a 
traditional English harvest feast, to which they invited 
the local Wampanoag Indians.  
 
Days of thanksgiving were celebrated throughout the 
colonies after fall harvests. All thirteen colonies did 
not, however, celebrate Thanksgiving at the same 
time until October 1777. George Washington was the 
first president to declare the holiday, in 1789. 
 

A New National Holiday 
 
By the mid–1800s, many states observed a 
Thanksgiving holiday. Meanwhile, the poet and editor 
Sarah J. Hale had begun lobbying for a national 
Thanksgiving holiday. During the Civil War, President 
Abraham Lincoln, looking for ways to unite the 
nation, discussed the subject with Hale. In 1863 he 
gave his Thanksgiving Proclamation, declaring the 
last Thursday in November a day of thanksgiving.  
 
In 1939, 1940, and 1941 Franklin D. Roosevelt, 
seeking to lengthen the Christmas shopping season, 
proclaimed Thanksgiving the third Thursday in 
November. Controversy followed, and Congress 
passed a joint resolution in 1941 decreeing that 
Thanksgiving should fall on the fourth Thursday of 
November, where it remains.
