Corner

The other day | took a somewhat longer walk than usual. | wanted to explore a road | hadn’t
traveled before. So | went up Elizabeth Street, took a left onto Ellington Road, and walked
until | reached Highland Avenue.

Highland Avenue is a relatively new development with fairly good-sized homes. The
land on which these homes sit probably once held cows, fields and barns; that seems to be
true of a quite a number of newer neighborhoods in Ellington. Since the land was once farm
land, there are few large trees; just some newly planted shrubs and smaller trees. I've
avoided walking Highland this summer. No shade to speak of and the sun made the black
tarred road sizzle with heat. But, with cooler temperatures, Highland is now doable. On this
particular day, | was searching for a quiet place to walk with little traffic.

But, as | made my way to Highland, | knew that my desire to walk down a quiet
street that day was not to be. Entering Highland, | saw a man laying fresh dirt along the
road’s edge with a small tractor-like vehicle. Not to be deterred, | decided to keep walking.
The man and his noisy machine would quickly disappear once | hit the rise in the road and
started down the other side. | walked for quite a distance but didn’t make it to the end of
road. Actually, | had no idea where Highland came out. So, | turned around and started
back to the start of my trip.

By now, the man was off his tractor and was using a rake and shovel to flatten the
dirt he had just laid. He said hello to me and | said hello back. Then | asked him where
Highland ended. He pointed the few feet to Ellington Street and | said, “No, the other end.”
So, we started talking and in the course of the conversation, | discovered that we had a mu-
tual acquaintance. We talked for awhile longer, then | said my good-byes and headed home.
Back on my own street, | met up with the very acquaintance | had just been discussing with
the man with the tractor, so | stopped to talk with him. And before the day ended, | had an-
other over the fence conversation with the neighbor whose home abuts the backyard of the
parsonage. What began as a simple walk in the neighborhood became an experience of
abundant grace. Neighbors sharing names, concerns, hellos, and smiles, all of it reminding
me that God has given us so many opportunities to connect to others.

On the day | took my walk, | thought about autumn so rich in color and scent, so
plentiful in fruit and produce, nuts and berries. | thought about harvest seasons and what
they mean to us. God provides us with so many gifts. Surely, our task is to notice and ap-
preciate those gifts, giving thanks to God for the ways God has provided for us. And one im-
portant way God provides for us is to help us be in relationship with our neighbors - near
and far. On that particular day that | took my walk, I could have missed the opportunity to
meet a new neighbor. | could have failed to stop when | saw a potential friend standing by
the side of the road. | could have watched my backyard neighbor from a distance and not
approached her to share a moment. But thankfully, | recognized a window of opportunity,
many actually, and | grabbed it.

God gives us those opportunities every day. So, don’'t miss them. They can bring un-
told blessings into your lives.

History Spot: “New Methodist Churches in Eastern Connecticut”
by: David White

A Congregational leader of Connecticut stated in 1959 that
Methodism in Eastern Connecticut had a greater opportunity than
Congregationalists to build new churches. When pressed about the reason for this
statement the man replied, "well, the Congregational Churches are stuck on the green
with expensive and historic properties in most towns and can't be moved." He added,
"Methodist Churches, mostly small and weak with outmoded buildings, are free to move
wherever the opportunity is greatest.” The New England Southern Annual Conference
Year Book for 1959 listed Rockville and North Manchester among churches that did just
what the Congregationalist said. Our church has been east of the center of Rockville for
fifty years while the Congregational Church has steadily held strong where it has been in
Rockville since before 1850.

Minutes from Church Council Meeting September 20, 2009

Attendees: Bill & Joy Pikor, Steve & Sylvia Yoder, Ricki Aiello, Candy Sunderland, Michelle Ge-
row, Wayne & Ruth Roberts, Rose Rowe, Barbara Tourtelotte, Alice Campbell, Dave White, Sue
Lessoff, Phyllis King, George & Janice Klingman, Karen Stearns and David & Bridget Joy.
Meeting began at 12:32 pm.

Dave White led devotions.

Pastor Ricki- focus on ministry in the coming year-helping the church look at Passionate Spiritu-
ality. We are not getting out the word or celebrating what we have done. We are sharing our faith
in a variety of ways; i.e. picking the Responsive Hymn etc. Fundraising dinners-get the word out
on upcoming events. Put the information on tables, hang missions signs in the lobby.

Spiritual Life Committee (Terri Goldich) - Michelle Gerow gave the report. The committee has
developed their mission statement. They are discussing timing of second survey and who should
take it. Will pick a date when they determine this. Discussed talking with committee chairs on
how passionate spirituality could be part of their committees. Stan Culy’'s idea of a devotional
/faith sharing group during Lent was discussed. Terri and Michelle will write Charge conference
report for Nov. 4. Next meeting is Oct. 27 at 7 pm. Joe Chamberland will not be continuing as NCD
coach.

Finance (Pastor Ricki)- George Klingman gave the report. Permanent Endowment Fund has
been established. Permanent endowment planning seminar being held Oct. 25th at 1pm. Experts
to talk about wills, bequests, etc.

Treasurer Report (George Klingman)- close to budget on pledges. Operating budget of church &
parsonage are lower than estimated because fuel costs are lower. All bills and mission shares are
paid. Stewardship campaign Oct. 11-Nov. 1.

SPRC (Sue Lessoff)- Chris Collins resigned as Music director. Karen Stearns took the position.
Carol Macri is Children’s Church director. The Parsonage walkthrough has been done and charge
conference reports are being worked on.

Lay Leadership (Pastor Ricki) - no report.

Trustees (Don Ross) - Bridget Joy gave report. Trustees met on Sept. 14. Fire marshal require-
ments have been implemented. Egress windows in SS classrooms and 4 smoke detectors have
been installed. The cost of $4600 came from Parsonage remodel loan. The trustees have applied
for a grant of $2500 from the conference for bringing buildings up to safety code. The Trustees
passed a motion to request Church Council permission to apply the $2500 grant money to the
countertop fund if it is received. The motion was seconded and voted unanimously in favor. The
worship committee has requested a closet be built in the Nursery to hold the church banners. The
GOM'’s continue to work on the stone cross design on the front lawn. Candy Sunderland has
taken over the duties of custodian. Kathy Sunderland has estimate from Home Depot on kitchen
remodel project of $9000-$10000. the Men’s Club has pledged $1400 and there is $3600 in Memo-
rial funds designated for this project. Kathy will head the committee to study the requirements
and get more estimates. The Trustees authorized Ricki and Bridget to purchase a new phone sys-
tem for approx. $150. The parsonage walkthrough was done on Sept. 15, a joint report by Trustees
and SPRC will be published. An auxiliary speaker system was hooked up to the keyboard to give
the choir better sound. System was purchased with funds from JoAnn Clark and Pat King memo-
rial funds.

Music (Karen Stearns) - Senior choir has 15 members. Junior choir has 5. Age requirement for
Junior Choir is 6 years old to high school. Karen has approached Don Corne about starting Sun-
day school at 9:15 am and ending at 10:15 am to give Choir members who are teachers a chance
to get to choir practice on time. Question has been raised what happens with kids from 10:15 am
until service starts. Perhaps light snack, games, etc in fellowship Hall for kids and their parents.
Would not implement this probably until after the holidays, still getting feedback.

Worship Committee (Dave Joy) - had first meeting on August 30th. Need new head usher and
someone to make the announcements. Would like to publish a volunteer opportunities list in the
bulletin for Communions stewards etc. to see if anyone is interested. Level of noise in Narthex
when service is to begin continues to be a problem. September events—Teacher Dedication on
Sept 13, New Member Sunday on Sept. 27. Members of congregation will continue to pick the Re-
sponsive Hymn.

Missions (Sylvia Yoder) - made a comment that Passionate Spirituality has been seen during
Senior Choir devotions and prayers offered up during Bell Choir. Dr. Belinda Forbes will be with
us on Sept. 30th. We will take an offering to help pay for her transportation. Adopt-A-Child
raised $365.41 which allowed us to outfit a 5 year old girl entering Kindergarten. Holiday Gift
Fund-looking for a couple to head this or Missions will have to oversee it. We will have the Mitten
Tree again this year. “To the Castle” - Oct. 17 Pot Luck at 5:30 pm, Presentation at 7 pm. Need
some people to make extra food for pot luck because we have to feed the cast of 30.
