17The Spirit and the bride say, "Come." 
Let each one who hears them say, "Come." 
Let the thirsty ones come—anyone who 
wants to. Let them come and drink the water 
of life without charge. 18And I solemnly 
declare to everyone who hears the prophetic 
words of this book: If anyone adds anything 
to what is written here, God will add to that 
person the plagues described in this book. 
19And if anyone removes any of the words of 
this prophetic book, God will remove that 
person's share in the tree of life and in the 
holy city that are described in this book.  

20He who is the faithful witness to all these 
things says, "Yes, I am coming soon!"

     These are the last words in the last book of 
the Bible.

Bible or just the New Testament in 2009, I 
know from experience you will be blessed 
beyond measure for making and following 
through with this commitment.  God’s word is 
filled with promises, hope, encouragement, 
comfort, and blessing for all who read it.  
Don’t miss out in 2009.  Read the Bible daily 
and be built up in the faith like you never 
imagined before. 
     Re-look at the verses from the book of 
Revelation included at the beginning of this 
writing.  Won’t it be great to start 2009 with 
the promise of these verses reverberating in 
your head and heart?  They contain the 
promise of Christ’s return, our inclusion in 
the glorious riches of heaven, and the water of 

life for all who thirst.   
     None of us knows the day of Christ’s 
return.  Jesus says “…nor the Son, but only 
the Father,” knows (Matt 24:36).  We do 
know Jesus says, “Yes, I am coming soon!”  
It could be that one day in 2009 will be the 
day Jesus Christ returns.    
     God created you, sent His Son to redeem 
you, gives you the Holy Spirit to sustain you, 
and the Bible to inform and instruct you.
